If COM ports 1-4 are currently not in use but the Hull Roughness Gauge has an assigned COM port number of 5 
or higher:

11.1 Inspection and Maintenance  
• Though robust in design, this instrument is precision-machined. Never drop it.  
• Always clean the instrument after use.  
• Clean the instrument using a soft dry cloth. Never clean the instrument by any mechanical means such as a 

wire brush / abrasive paper. This may cause, just like aggressive cleaning agents, permanent damage.  
• Do not use compressed air to clean the instrument.
